The owner of the property shall trim branches 
from any shade trees overhanging the streets 
and highways of the borough so that they will 
not obstruct the light from any street light, and 
so that there shall be a clear height of 14 feet 
above the surface of the street and 10 feet 
over the sidewalk.  If any property owner shall 
neglect or refuse to trim any shade tree as re-
quired by this section, upon notice in writing 

by the Commission within the time limits specified in such notice, the 
Commission may cause such trimming to be done at the expense of the 
owner. (ordinance 291-section 10)

[*Dots From Marysville] 
 

*All that one could have expected 
to see was witnessed in the enter-
tainment given New Year’s evening 
by the young men of the town. A 
snug some was realized by the af-
fair. This amount will be devoted to 
the relief of the poor of the town 
and vicinity. The hits of the evening 
were solos in Dutch dialect, “I’m 
Happy When I’m by Ma Baby’s 
Side,” by Wm. Hess, and the 
“Modern Century Girl,” also “I’d 
Leave My Happy Home for You,” by 
Albert Beers. The promoters of the 
concert feel so highly encouraged 
for a similar one will in all probabil-
ity be made. 
 

*On New Year’s morning amid the 
snow and frigid cold which did not 
seem to dishearten the paraders 
the fantastic parade ushered forth 
in all its majestic splendor. The cos-
tumes for this occasion were the 
most gaudy seen here for some 
time. While the procession was not 
so long as former ones yet the 
same enthusiasm prevailed, both in 
the ranks and all along the route of 
the parade. Some of the features in 

line were the two aunties, the late 
rising sisters and a model stone 
crusher. This machine was a re-
production of the one purchased 
by the borough, but was not in-
tended to throw any reflections on 
our article. The machine was op-
erated by a crank and the elevator 
was worked by means of an old 
chain from a bicycle. Old tin cans 
served as the buckets. This ma-
chine bore the inscription “Climax 
Tax Crusher.” Before it cover the 
route laid down it broke and was 
called in for repairs; thus ended 
the career of that make up. Fol-
lowing the parade were two per-
sons representing Italians with a 
bear and another with a left 
handed grind organ on which was 
mounted a cat in a cage for a 
monkey. Every few paces exhibi-
tions of the bear’s antics would be 
given and how one should get the 
movements of a bear so perfect 
without having had a bear so per-
fect without having had a thor-
ough drill in the manual of bear 
dancing is marvelous. The song 
given by the one in charge of the 
animal could hardly be distin-
guished from the genuine bear 
drill song. It has been rumored 
that our friends may make a tour 
of Perry county as soon as the 
weather permits.

Perry County Boy For Senate 

Walter Myers, a native of Rye 
Township, is being boomed in In-
dianapolis as the Democratic can-
didate for United States Senator 
for Indiana. He has been seriously 
recommended to the voters in the 
“Union”, a labor paper established 
in Indianapolis. 
 
Myers is being urged as a candi-
date for the next term in the Sena-
torship now held by Senator New.  
Myers was born on a farm in Rye 
Township in 1882, and is not quite 
40 years old of age. After a pre-
liminary education at Bloomfield 
Academy, New Bloomfield , he 
went to Yale and majored in eco-
nomics. J.  Pierpont Morgan at-
tracted to him, commissioned him 
to go to Europe for him to gather 
some special information on eco-
nomic conditions. He refused Mor-
gan’s offer of an opening in his 
banking institution to accept the 
chair of Social Science and Eco-
nomic at Indiana University. While 
serving as an instructor, he stud-
ied law under Professor Amos H. 
Hershey, who was later named as 
an advisor on international law to 
President Wilson at the Versailles 
conference.  
 
In 1907 Myers began the practice 
of law in Indianapolis and attained 
the reputation of being trusted 
shortly afterwards with the legal 
practice of Congressmen and a 
United States Senator while those 
men were busy in Washington. 
He served as an officer during the 
World War, and was a delegate at 
the initial convention of the Ameri-
can Legion.
