Approval to Pay Bills    
Public Comment 
Ann Simonetti of 413 Linden Avenue announced the Memorial Day event will be held at the Marysville Moose on May 31, 2010 beginning at 10:00am.  The keynote speaker is the Honorable Representative Mark Keller.  A free community lunch will be served.  
Stephen Copp of 208 Overcrest Road stated the traffic control signs are being abused.  Local residents are not slowing down or stopping at the stop signs.  Are the police officers aware?

Allen Metzger of 398 Kings Highway agreed the traffic control signs are being abused.  He stated residents are not stopping at Antler Drive, Deer Trail, Little Mountain Estates and Caroline Drive.  The police need to start clamping down on the residents by ticketing.
Engineer’s Report
Borough Manager Scott Weaver gave an update on the sewer separation plan and on the H2O grant application.  
Old Business  
A motion by Ann Simonetti seconded by Allen Metzger and approved unanimously to advertise the 2009 International Property Maintenance Code. 
A motion was made by Ann Simonetti, seconded by Roger Barrick and approved unanimously not to waive the fees for 45 South Main Street refuse/sewer bill.
 A motion was made by Sherree Knight, seconded by Roger Barrick and approved unanimously to purchase two sidewalk signs not to exceed $850.00 and be paid out of the general fund.
New Business
A motion was made by Ann Simonetti, seconded by Sherree Knight and approved unanimously to adopt Resolution 270 to apply for the H2O grant with Solicitor Dan Altland’s corrections.
A motion was made by Sherree Knight, seconded by Ann Simonetti and approved unanimously to purchase through Co-Stars 45 cubic yards of wood carpet at the cost of $14.46 a cubic yard and $150.00 freight fee.  The total cost is $800.70.
A motion was made by Roger Barrick, seconded by Ann Simonetti and approved unanimously to appoint Lisa Carr to the Marysville/Rye Library Board.
A motion was made by Ann Simonetti, seconded by Roger Barrick and approved unanimously to hire John Kuhn to replace the rain spout at the borough office in the amount of $995.00.
A motion was made by Roger Barrick, seconded by James Richards with abstention from Marcus Hite because he did not attend the interview to hire David Boldosser as a part-time police officer not to exceed 30 hours a week.  He will be paid according to the police contract.  The starting date is May 19, 2010.
A discussion followed after Ann Simonetti asked if President John Edkin was going to replace Marcus Hite as the Cap Tax delegate since he did not attend the April 2010 meeting.  The paper work was not submitted until after the April 2010 meeting, therefore no information was forwarded to the delegates of the date and time of the meeting.  The delegates will continue as assigned in January 2010.
