1. Refuse Rates 
   
  Attached are the proposed refuse rates for the new trash hauling contract.  Per  
  the recommendations of the committee Brian calculated the rates as follows: 
 
  Total Contract       $214,000 
  Customers w/ containers (added $75 per quarter)  $17,858 
  Businesses ($50 more than residential rate per quarter)      $8,900 
  Home Occ. ($25 more than residential rate per quarter) $2,816 
  Residential ($39 per quarter)     $184,426

5.  Lower River Interceptor (FYI only) 
 
 Attached are pictures of the Lower River Interceptor grit that has been disposed 
 of.  The picture represents one day worth of cleaning (360 Linear feet).  The 
 interceptor has not been cleaned on a regular basis and collects are the grit and 
 debris from the streets. Our strategy going forward will be to clean the 
 interceptor at least biannually and street sweep more often.
